Having
an existing Batmobile presents us
with the ultimate starting point,
but also a unique design challenge.

How do we respect the original,
but also ensure our finished result
feels completely fresh?

We had to set ourselves free
somewhat and force ourselves to
see it for the first time, rewatch
footage of the Batmobile in action
and obsessively tweak and adjust
details until we could stand back
and see something that really
stood apart.”

"The Batmobile™ has the feeling of a charging animal. Super low, aggressive and
powerful. In many ways, it's the perfect representation of the brute force we associate
with Batman™.

We moved the back wheels out into a wider position and slimmed the front just a little
to capture that aggressive feel. We had to make some compromises, too. We tried to
include steering, but that would have meant a more clunky profile, and that was a
sacrifice we weren't willing to make."
